
School by School was founded by 
Marie-Louise Almgren after many years of 
visiting India. Her first visit there was in 
the name of work but it has since then 
become a part of her life. 
The first benches for Chitardai School 
were bought in 2006 by Inhouse AB, 
School by School’s first benefactor, and in 
early 2010 School by School was 
registered as a nonprofit organization, 
authorized by Svensk Insamlingskontroll, 
and started its current activities.

The support given by School by School is 
in terms of empowerment of teachers and 
students who in turn empowers the 
community.
We work with local organizations, 
agencies and teachers to identify the needs 
of each individual primary school in order 
to make the learning and teaching 
experience comfortable and enjoyable.
The needs cover a wide range such as 
classroom benches, teaching aids and 
materials, school uniforms, teacher 
seminars, additional classrooms, coaching 
etc. Once the teachers and the students 
take pride in their school a chain reaction 
starts in the community making education 
a part if their day to day life.
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School by School aims to empower 
teachers and pupils in working towards better education and 
opportunities for children in poverty stricken rural areas of 
India. We have primarily chosen to focus on primary schools, 
with children of ages 5-12, in Rajasthan and parts of Delhi, India.

India is the worlds largest democracy with over a 
billion citizens. India is also one of the worlds fastest 

growing economies. The financial gap within the 
community is growing and over 80% of India’s 

population survive on only 2 USD a day. Poverty is 
primarily apparent in the rural parts of India.
